A process to make it possible for 
people’s outdoor skills to be 
recognised across Australia.  

National agreement on the minimal set 
of skills and knowledge for various 
outdoor roles.



NORLD to NOLRS

NOLRS is now in place.  

It provides national 
registration for clusters of 
competencies for various roles 
in outdoor programs.



Registration

Registration gives 
recognition that an 
individual has met certain 
predetermined standards 
of operation

For outdoor leaders, knowledge 
and skills gained will be recognised

2. Outdoor recreation & activity specific 
skills

•SRX OHS 001A Follow defined occupational health 
and safety policy and procedures related  to the work 
being undertaken in order to ensure own safety and 
that of  others in the workplace

•SRX GRP 001A Facilitate a group

•SRX IND 003A Apply sport and recreation law



Examples of activity specific skills 

•SROABA002A– Apply single pitch abseiling skills on 
artificial surfaces 

•SROBWG002A – Demonstrate bushwalking skills in 
difficult or trackless areas

•SROBWG008A – Guide bushwalks in tracked or easy 
untracked areas
