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VEGETATION

Open woodland of wandoo (Eucalyptus wandoo) and
powderbark (Eucalyptus accedens) predominate in
Dryandra. The smooth, white-barked trees growing on
the lower slopes are wandoo. Powderbark has larger
fruits and thicker rounder buds, and grows on the
higher, gravelly slopes and plateaus. Its bark is powdery
to touch.

The plateaus also contain pockets of jarrah (Eucalyptus
marginata), often associated with kwongan (Dryandra
heath). Isolated areas of marri (Eucalyptus calophylla),
mallee (Eucalyptus species) and rock sheoak
(Allocasuarina huegelliana) also occur.
