Your order should specify clearly the quantity of seed required (in grams)
of each species, the date of ordering, your contact address and phone
number.

Supply of some species may be limited by current stocks. Please indicate
alternative species.

The minimum weight of seeds per specie is FIVE grams (5 gm). In the
case of Banksia and Xylomelum species, the minimum quantity per
specie is 10 seeds.

Postage must be included with all orders. (See last page for postal
charges.)

The minimum total order, including postage, is $10.00.

Orders of $100.00 or less must include payment before dispatch.
Payment may be by cheque, credit card or money order made payable to
‘Dept. of CALM’. Personal callers may pay in cash.

Scarification. Seed of some species belonging to the following genera
requires scarification (i.e. mechanical abrasion of the seed coat) before
sowing:

Daviesia

This service is available through the Seed Centre at no extra cost. Please
indicate if you require this service by ticking the appropriate box on the
order form.

Export. Seed that is intended for export overseas must be inspected by
the Agriculture Department prior to dispatch. A ‘Phytosanitary
Certificate’ must accompany the seed to its final destination. If you
require a certificate, we can arrange an inspection (price on application).

Import. If an Import Permit is required, please provide us with the
necessary documents.

Pure Seed. Seed listed in the price list as ‘pure seed’ is 99% pure.
Provenance Data. Provenance data may be issued on request.

Individual Treelot Collections. Individual treelot collections are
available (see over).

Special Collections from Natural Stands (SC) The parent trees of those
species listed as SC in the price list, have been carefully selected from
natural populations for their good form and vigour. This seed has derived
from ten (10) or more widely spaced, unrelated parent trees, therefore a
broad genetic base is guaranteed. Seed from this type of collection would
be suitable for the establishment of seed production areas, provenance
trials and nursery sowing. ‘



PLEASE NOTE

The ‘average height and width’ figures given in the seed list indicate the
potential size of the mature species in its natural environment under normal
growing conditions. Should the site conditions (soil type, moisture, space,
exposure to wind, or salinity) vary markedly, plant performance will differ.
Unless otherwise stated, all Eucalyptus species are sold with seed and chaff.
