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Situated amongst the magmﬂcentJarrah forest of the proposed
Wellington National Park, this centre offers an educational
experience for young and old. Self-guided walk trails through
the forest give an insight into the ecology and past management
of the Jarrah forest. Eco Education excursions are offered to
School Groups and accommodation is available at the Wellington
Mills Cottages for people who want to stay a little longer.

This majestic Jarrah Tree can be found along King tree Road in
the Ferguson Valley. King Tree offers a chance to view one of
the areas larger Jarrah trees. A boardwalk and viewing platform
allows visitors to view the tree in safety. For your safety and to
protect the old tree's sensitive roots, please stay on the
boardwalk at all times.

Located 20km north of Bunbury, Leschenault Peninsula offers

a relaxing getaway near the beach. Buffalo and Belvidere
beaches are easily accessible and are popular with the fishing
community. Belvidere offers camping and picnic sites accessible
by vehicle, with The Cut offering camping areas that are only
accessible on foot, bicycle or by boat. The newest addition to
the area is the John Boyle O'Reilly Memorial offering
information, toilets and a universal access trail. Mosquito
repellent is a must when visiting the Peninsula.

Located 20km south west of Collie along the Collie-Preston
Road, the dam is primarily used for water-skiing.

Other activities include swimming, fishing and picnicking.
Facilities include BBQs, picnic tables and toilets.

Harris Dam is situated 15km north of Collie and was built on
the Harris River in 1990 to provide drinking water to the Great
Southern. Although water based activities on the dam are not
allowed, there is a grassed picnic area with tables, toilets, gas
BBQs, and a lookout.

A dlsused open-cut mine filied with water forms an artificial
lake which is often used for water-skiing. The area is also
available for camping. Due to past mining activities the water

in Stockton Lake is acidic. People should be aware of this if they
wish to swim in the lake as the water may irritate eyes and skin.
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Dogs and Poison Baits

The forest has been baited with 1080 fox baits for the protection
of native fauna. Dogs that eat these baits become very sick

and die without immediate veterinary treatment. It is therefore
strongly advised that you do not bring dogs to recreation sites
within the Wellington District.

Camping Fees

Camping fees apply at Honeymoon Pool, Potter's Gorge,
Hoffman Mill, Logue Brook Dam and Leschenault Peninsula and
are collected by the Ranger. The same rate applies to all sites.

$5.00 per night per adult
$2.00 per night per additional child under 16yrs
(Fees are cash only and are GST inclusive.)

Campfires

The lighting of campfires in other than designated areas is
prohibited. Wood BBQs are provided at most sites however,
their use is prohibited on extreme fire danger days.

It is a good idea to bring your own portable gas stove or BBQ.

Be clean: Put your litter in bins where provided or, better still,
take it with you.

Be cautious: Follow the signs in the forest and stay on the
roads marked on the map. Normal road rules apply.

The Quarry, a centre ot mdustrlal activity during the dam's
construction last century, today serves as a spectacular backdrop
to a popular picnic site. The site offers a walk trail, sightseeing,
information about the dam's construction

and history of the area. Facilities include : (\’\/
electric BBQs, picnic tables, shelters, toilets, a -
lookout and a café where you can purchase ;;
refreshments, local craft or even hire a canoe.
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
