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Entosthodon subnudus var. cuspidata 
 
Entosthodon subnudus var. cuspidata a very common small species of tufted moss 
that grows on compacted soils.  The leaves are broadly ovate with a small point at the 
apex.  The small capsule is thistle shaped (when open) and held straight on thin seta 
up to 25mm in length but can be easily broken off. 
Usually found on soils in dry forests or woodlands and occasionally on mallee soils. 
Located in all states of Australia except NT and also occurs in New Zealand. 
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
