_A..n unusual recording was of a black 
duck bearing band no. 1 Oi.j.4. This bird was banded in 
June, 1952 9 at Queen's Gardens and was recaptured . there 
in February, 1958, suffering from botulism. The duck 
duly recovered and was released again last month with 
the band, which was in good condition, still attached.
