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The Minister for Fisheries, Mr. · Kelly, 
recently advised that he had accede_d to a request from 
the Farmer_s I Union of W .A. (Inc.). to lift the royalty 
payment of 9d. per skin :from all grey kangaroo skins 
:for a trial period of two years. · TJ:1e amendment- to 
the Fauna Protection Act Regulations would be pub­
lished in the next issue of the Government Gazette 
and from that time all kangaroo skins would be 
royalty-free. Mr. Kelly advised 9 however, that 
licenses to authorise the sale · o:f r3kins of kangaroos 
taken in the South-West Land Division were still 
required. 

On the present low market price of 4/­
per lb. :(or .first-grade. skins, occasioned by a falling 
off in overseas demand, the royalty payment absorbed 
an unfair proportion of the hunter.8' net . return~ Mr. 
Kelly said. The rate of 9d. per skiri ha~been set 
when prices ranged up to and beyond 12/6d per lb. and 
had _ then been a reasonable levy. · 

The Farmers' Union hoped that the 
lifting of royalty would bring about increased activity 
by professional shooters and amateurs in those areas 
where kangaroos were over-plentiful and causing serious 
damage.
