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RESTARCH VESSEL RENAMED

The 75' vesssl "Limicola", which was rzcantly acquired
for conversion as a rss2arch vsssel, has bz=en renam=d "Psron" in
honecur of Francois Psron, an cutstanding zoologist who worked in our
waters at th=2 baginning of ths 19th century.

Born at Csrvilly, France, in 1775, Pzron was appcinted
to the Baudin =xpedition as assistant zoologist to sp=cialise in
ethnology (ths study of racial oharact=r¢stlos) With the Aeader
(Nicolas Baudin) in command of thz "Geographs” and the "Naturaliste"
captainzd by Emmanusl Hamelin, ths sxpedition sailed from Le Havrs on
Octobar 19, 1800, anchoring in G20graphe Bay on May 31, 1801, Ths
names connectad with this =xpediticn sound lik:s a potpourri of local
gzographical f=atur=s, In addition to thosz praviously msntioned,
othsr namss now clossly associatad with our land ar=z Louis Theodore
Leschenault ds la Tour; Charles Alsxandre Lasuer; Louis dz Fraycinet;
Francois Heirisson and ths "goslatta" "Casuarina®, Wthh was purchased
in Sydn{y._

From G=ographe Bay ths ships sail=d north to Timory -

INTERNATTONAL WHALING CONFERENGCE

On Junz 22, the wonfarsnce of ths saventeen-natiorn’
International Whaling ConventiOn will opzn in London, Australia will
be represented by ths Commonw:alth Dirsctor of Fisharies (Mr. F.F.
Anderson)s A pres-convention conferencs of reprasentatives of Norway,
Britain, the Nethsrlands and Japan failsd to agr=2 on the Antarctic
whaling quotas, according to a rzcent pr2ss reporte The Director of
the Japanssz Fishsries Board, Mr, Hidio Okuhara, who actzd as chairman
of ths confzrsnce, emphasissd, howev=r, that it laid th= foundation for
Jater discussions on thz futurs of Antarctic whaling. Japan had bzen
opposad in principls, he stat=d, to the quota system, but had agrsed to
further discussions in the hope that a solution might be resached which
would stabilise whaling opsrations in thes Antarctic,

According to Japanas3 prass reports, their dsisgates
proposad an allocation of quotas on the basis of ths actual catches
“during the past ons or two yzars. This would havs given the Japanese
fla3ts a quote of bztwsen 4,900 and 5,000 whalss. Ths Norwegian
delsgates, on the othzsr hand, suggested .that the quotas should bes baszad
on a five=year avarags catche This would h ave rassultsd in a quota of
4,000 to Japan and 5,000 to Norway. »

Mr, Okuhara said that the Soviet Union would bz invitsd
to attend a furthsr pre=-convention mesting to be held in London,

TRRUPTION OF CATTLE EGRETS

A tzlephonz mzssage on May 11 from Mr, C.E. Gibbs, of

Wannzroo, was ths first advice the Dzpartment received of the re-
appearance of cattle ,grnts in the South-Wsst,. Later it was l=zarnsd
that thz Governmsnt Entomologist, Mr., C.F.H. Jenkins, had obssrved
fourtezsn in a hsrd of cattle in the Wannsroo district during the
previous weseke  Reports of furthar sightings in the metiropolitan area
- . appsarad in th2 press;thanks to advic= from Mr. G.B. Harris, of Midland,
thr22 birds wers obszrved among cattle in Whiteman's quarry yardse.

Other birds were photographzd at Osborné Park and various correspondents
reportzd their presence as far south as Nyablng and Bremer Baye. The
bzlisf that the birds occasionally sesn in the mptropolltan area were the
progsny of cattle egrets introducsd into the Kimb»rlsys in 1933, has been
discarded, It was now thought that their oocasioral appearances are
due to natural migrations and that they ars, at times, quite common in
the Kimberlayse
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1959 HERRING SEASON

Writing from Framantls, the District Inspector,
Mre A.K. M2lsom, advised that the herring ssason opened at Rottnest
Is’and on May 1, when the first thrse boats to start brought in a
total of' 10,000 1lbse Later, thirteen boats opsratsd in the area,
Early in the ssason, Mr, Melsom said, most of the fishermen reported
that although they had to work long hours thz quantity of herring
caught was greater than in the previous y=zar.- The run, however,
appeared to be of thin fish and cut out very early. From May 12
onward, catches declined repidly and the season was practically
finished by May 19,

mesh estimated that only one quartcr of the possible catch was meshed
and some maintainsd that sven 21" mesh was not small enough, It was
significant, h= said, that th= blg catches had been madn by the two
or thr=z boats Wthh used beach selnes. :

DUCK BAND RECOVERIES

Hereund=r are¢ d=tails of further duck bands returned
since the pravicus iist was publishzd in the January issue of this
Bulletin = Volum= VIII, No., 1. As mors than 100 bands have bazn
returned during the psriod, spacz limitations nzcessitate only som3
black duck bands bzing rzcord=d hars, Recoveries of grzy teal and
oth=r sp=cies will app=ar in ths n=xt issue,.

One of ths morz inter=sting rscovsries was No. 2330, a
black duck in its fifth year of bandings It had been rings=d at
Cook's Farm, Moora, on February 1k, 1954, and was recovarad n2ar
Cowaramup on January 1, 1959, about 230 miles from its banding site.
Unfortunately, ags of the bird at banding was not establishad so that
we cannot say how old it was when shot but, through further rscoveries
of this nature, the r2s=zdrch programme will =ventually give us a
picturs of thz ags structurs of the duck population.

. Two othar recovsries worth commenting on were from
ducks banded in thz Dandaragan district on January 6 and 7, 1957,
The first, No, 6290, was shot nsar McAlinden in the Collis district
on Fsbruary 15, 1959; while the second, No, 6298, was only 18 miles
from its tmnding site when it was shot a week sarlisr at Moora,

Thes=z two recoveries and that of bands 11925 and 11926
illustrate the impossibility of predicting in which direction ducks
will movze The latter wsre banded at Coolup in January of this year,
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The first, 11925, was wpecovared 345 milss away at thz Murchison
River Crossing on March 8e Thz second was shot on the Harvey River
on March 21, only 25 mil=ss from its banding sitz.

Band No, 6587 was also of particular intsrsst as it
demonstratad a marksd zastzrly movement of biack duck which has
seldom bzzn so deofinitsly rescordsd, This duck was band=d at
Karrinyup Lake in February, 1957, and was shot 290 milss away in
March of this yzar on ths uppsr rsaches of the Wast Rivzsr near
Ravensthorpe. :

"This objective can be achieved through mutual co-
‘operation, and by meeting the legitimate economic interssts of a number
of states which would then support our position for a narrow territorial

The proposition schoes with formal phrases: "narrow
territorial sea," which m=ans the three-mile limit; "exclusive fishing
zone," which means extension of a nation's authority over fisheries in
its coastal waters beyond the three-mile limit; "Historic rights “
which means that nations which havs fished historically within the
"exclusive fishing zone" would be prsssrvad in their right to continus
to do so,.

A American fishsrmen havs a vital intsr=st in this new
bid of their nation for a compromise, :

Although the Spanish coast is mors than 3,000 kme long,
and more than half is on the Mediterranesan, fish landed in the
Mediterranean harbours is only about 25 per cent of thzs total landed
in Spaina Sincs the majority of more populous towns are on the
Mediterranean coasts the majority of fish consumed is brought from the
Bay of Biscay, and the Canary Islands, In Barcelona, for =xample,
only one-third of ths fish consumed is caught in Msditerrancan waters,
Ths rsst comes mginly from tha Basque lands (55 per cent), Canary
Tslands (20 per cent) and Galicia (15 per cent),

A1l fish coming into Barczlona must bs sold in a Central
Fish Markst, built and administsred by the municipal government.
Bvery consignment of fish which arrives, by ship, truck or train,
receives at the municipal boundary a statem=nt upon which is written
roughly ths amount of fish carri=d and thz time; should the consignment
not arrive at the Central Fish Market, or should it arrive late, the
cartsr can bs held rasponsible. At thz Central Fish Market there are
a number of stalls each allocated by the municipal government to ons
fish salssman who rsceivess the fish from the fishermen or, mors
fr=aquantly, from a wholesals d=aler, The fish salesman makes the
fish ready for auction in box=s.

The fish land=d is sold by Dutch auction in small lots
by a fishermen's syndicate to the wholassaler, who conveys it to a fish
salesman in the Central Fish Markst, This must bs done on the sames
day becauses it is not psrmitted to kssp thzs fish in stock for mors than
24 hours. After a 3-day journey from the mors distant suppliers the
fish arrives at its destination, whers, in a Central Fish Markest the
fish salesman arranges ths fish for auction to thefetailers who will
afterwards s=211 it in their shops. This procedure,although it
involvass handling ths fish thrss timss, ensurses a rsliablzs supply and
adzsquate inspsction.

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__Eishermeﬁ Want To Control The Market

Fishermen will shorfly ask State Government to appoint
a Fish Board to control the industry in N.S.W. and to implement the
recommendations of the 1953 In quiry on Fish Marketing.

The Union of Regional Fishermsn's Co-onerative Assoc-
iations of N.S.W, decided this at a mseting this month,

The 1953 inquiry into fish marksting was conducted by a
committee, comprising Mr, C.J. King, Chief of the State Marketing
Bureau; Mr., A.G. Kingsmill, now Under-Secrstary, Chief Secretary's
Department, and Mr, G.J, Boreham, Dsputy Registrar of Co-opsrative
Socie’es in N,S.W.

Its recomm=ndations were not adopted by State Governmsnt.

The cormittes rscommendad =stablishment of a Fish
Authority, (or Board), consisting of ssven members appninted by the
Governor, The chairman to be nominatzd by the Minister and the
remaining members to be repressntatives of producers, nominated by the
Minister on the folillowing basiss:~

"Stooge"  bodv
Three from nominations submitted by the co-ops. which
nay ba added to by the Governcr.

Twoe from neminations submitted by the steam trawlers.

One from nominations submittsd by the s=ine boat
operators.

(Sincs the inquiry was concluded, steam trawiers have
been put out of business and seine boat op=zrators no longer exist as
an organiced bodr, Th= co=-ops. now have the fisld to themselves).

for a Stats Iish Bceard,

The board would be rssponsible for the conduct of the
Sydnsy Fish Market and branchzs with specific pow=rs to undertake the
purchase, sals, supply and distribution of fish and "other foodsiuffs."
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It would "fix" wholssals prices, issue licences, create
fish districts, manufacture and sell ice and fix charges for the sale
of fish inside and outside th= market,

Although the recommendations of the 1953 Inquiry ware
never adopted by thz Government, in 1954 it set up a Fish Advisory
Committese, as a step toward producor control.

The Advisory Committzs was disband=d because the Steam
Trawler and Sgine Boat Owner representatives refussd to work under
Mr, Buttsworth, former Undsr-Secrstary of the Chief ‘Secrstaryls
Department,

In a lettsr to the Minister, Mr, Kelly, ths trawler
owners said that so long as the market remains undsr its present
departmental control, an Advisory Committee is completely powsrless to
improve its functions.

"Any suggestion that the setting up of ths Advisory
Committee gives producsrs an imm=diate voice in the running of the
market is a complsts myth", it said.

Ths trawler owners pointed out that ths sstablishment
of a Fish Authority merely msant changing from control by the Chief
Secretary as Corporation Sols to control by an "Auihorlty" completely
dominated by the Chief Scorﬁtany.

The change would be in name only and would be in=ffective
in d=aling with marketing problems, e

So ths businessmen walked out and left the industry to :
the bureaucrats,
