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(¢) Western Australia expressed concern et the
possible spread of exotic aviary birds and
instanced the casce of the Java sparrow and
the potential risk to the ricc industry.
Confercnee therefore recommends that cach
Statc and Territory and the C.S.I.R.0 Wild~
life Survoy Scction cxamine the exotic
aviary bird position with e wvicw to sub-
mitting tc the confercnce scecretariat lists
of thosc spocies considered to present a
potoential threat to primary industry or
native fauna, together with a statement
as to the spocific potential »roblem, and
that this item be included in the next
Confurence agenda.

The Minister also accepted, in prineciple, the invitation
extended by Tasmania that the™iext Conference, which incidentally
will be known in futurc ag the Australian Fauna Authoritics Confercnce,
be held in Hobart. The next mocting of the Australian Waterfowl Com-
mittee, on which the Research Officer, Mr. Bowen, is this State's
reprcsentative, will be held in SyQncy.

SEASCH CLOSED

All insnpectors arc reminded that the open scasons for wild
duck and marron cach closed at midnight on April 30. The season for
wild ducks will not rc—open until the weckend preceding Christmas,
while the marron scason will not open until Januery 1, 1962. Tho
Minister drew the attention of the gencral public to thesce closures -
in & statement rocently roclcascd to the press and radio. He spcecific-
ally rcguested all inspectors, wardcns and honorary wardens to join
togethor in policing the close scasons which, he neointed out, were
the corner-stoncs of our conscrvation progremmes.
