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subject to departmental convenience, for officials and others
on the days when their services are required,

All applications for special leave must be sub-

mitted to the Director for approval and must be supported
by an official notification from the Organising Council.

HEAVY FINES FOR ILLEGAL BIRD EXPORTS

In the first action.of its kind in this State,
the Commonwealth Customs Department recently successfully
prosecuted two South Australians who were charged with
having attempted, on October 141, 1961, to export birds con-
trary to the provisions of the Customs (Prohibited ExPorts)
Regulations. The two men, Robert George Bray and Charles
Harold Weeks, were convicted and cach fined £100. They
were also ordered to pay costs amounting to £4.12.0. each.
The case was heard in the Fremantle Police Court. on December
18, This Department co-operated with the Customs Department
but did not launch a separate prosecution. The birds con-
cerned in the offence were seized by the Commonwealth and
sold by public tender,
