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We have sct down here what is considered to be
the ideal, Whether;, if an appointment is approved, we
shall be able to achieve the ideal is not yet known.,

But the Dircctor has indicated that he would not be pre-
parecd to appoint any berson unless he were satisfied
that the appointee would "deliver the goods",

NEW RESEARCH STATION OPENING

Approximately 80 people attended the official opening of
the new departmental research station on the Tuttanning Fauna
Reserve cast of Pingelly, on November 6

The Iliinister for Fisheries and Fauna (Mr, Ross Hutchin-
son) officially opencd the station and in his opening address

'saild that the occasion was indeed unique as well as history mak-

ing. The Tuttanning reserve heralded a new era of reserve man-
agement. Much progress had been achieved since the arca was
first proclaimed a rcserve in-1960.

The Minister also paid tribute to the local shire council

and those farmers whose properties adjoined the rescrve, Despite

associated problems, he said, they had been generous in their
views and although much had been achieved some problems remained,
He had no doubt, however, thesc would be overcome,

The Director, Mr., A.J, Fraser, said that the purpose of
the research station Wwas to provide for the study of both fauna
and flora. There had been a gencral upsurge of national inter-
est in conservation, Throughout Western Australia alonec,; 150
reserves had been proclaimed. The people of today had an obli-
gation to preserve the State's fauna andg flora for enjoyment by
future generations., '

One of the pecrsons closely associated with the research
station and fauna rcserve is Dr. A.R. Main, who will direct much
of the future recsearch to be carried out therc. Dr., Main is
Reader in Zoology at the University of W.A. and a deputy member -
of the Fauna Protcction Advisory Committee., In the course of an
address at the opcning, Dr. Main spoke on research and the impor-
tance of the rescrve. He said the Tuttanning reserve was a very
important one, Seven or cight spccics of marsupials were common
there and there was an incredible diversity of flora. .As well as
food and living Space, natural cover was also very important to
the existence of wild life and here existed a problem., Preven-
tive burning against fire in the area was not as simple as some
perhaps thought,
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Controlled strip burning had to be carefully carried out having
in mind the different ages and associations of plants required

by the animals, and realizing full well that a mistake could be
calamitous because another area such as the Tuttanning reserve

was not availablee.

The President of the Pingelly Shire, Mre. T.A.Co Stewart,
thanked the Minister for his attendance and for opening the re-
search station. He also expressed pleasure over the construc-
tion of the research station and development of the reserve, and
thanked those associlated with the project. He said the under-
taking had already provided favourable publicity for the arcae.
