Wildlife Conservation (Specially Protected
Fauna) Notice 2002

Made by the Minister for the Environment and Heritage under
section 14(2)(ba) of the Act.

1. Citation

This notice may be cited as the Wildlife Conservation (Specially
Protected Fauna) Notice 2002.
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2. Interpretation

In this notice —

“taxon” includes any taxon that is described by a family name
or a genus name or any other name or description.

Note: The plural form of “taxon” is “taxa”.

3. Declaration of specially protected fauna

For the purposes of the Act, all taxa of the fauna —

(a) specified in Schedule 1, being fauna that is rare or likely
to become extinct, are declared to be fauna that is in
need of special protection;

(b) specified in Schedule 2, being fauna that is presumed to
be extinct, are declared to be fauna that is in need of
special protection;

(¢) specified in Schedule 3, being birds that are subject to an
agreement between the governments of Australia and
Japan relating to the protection of migratory birds and
birds in danger of extinction, are declared to be fauna
that is in need of special protection; and

(d) specified in Schedule 4 are declared to be fauna that is in
need of special protection, otherwise than for the reasons
mentioned in paragraphs (a), (b) and (c).

4. Revocation

The Wildlife Conservation (Specially Protected Fauna)
Notice 2001 is revoked.
