Employment Agents' Act, 1976 .
ORDER IN COUNCIL .

WHEREAS, pursuant to section 8 of the Employ-
ment Agents Act, 1976, the Governor may by Order
in Council grant to any person an exemption from
any provision of that Act on such terms and con-
ditions as the Governor thinks fit : Now, therefore,
His Excellency the Administrator, acting with the
advice and consent of the Executive Council
hereby grants to Willow Babysitting Service, of
112 Blackwood Avenue, Hamilton Hill, and Mother
Hen Babysitters, of 220 St . George's Terrace, Perth,
an exemption from those provisions of subsection
(2) of section 42 of the Employment Agents' Act,
1976, which require an employment agent who re-
fers persons seeking employment to other persons
with a view to engagement to give or forward to
the prospective employee a form of "Notice of
Employment Offered", upon the condition-

(a) that the information as to any prospective
employment which might be offered to a
person seeking employment and which
would, but for the exemption, have had to
be given in writing to that person shall be
given verbally ;

(b) that upon an engagement being made as
to a prospective employment in relation
to the person seeking that employment,
the "Notice of Employment Offered", duly
signed, shall be given or forwarded to the
prospective employee as required by that
section; and

(c) that an accurate office record be main-
tained of all information furnished to a
person seeking employment, whether ver-
bally or by a Notice, specifying the details
required under the Act .
