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Practice sensible pest control. Chemical sprays
can find their way into our harbours through
surface run-off and groundwater.

Have your septic tank inspected and maintained
annually.

Wash your car on the lawn so dirty water,
detergent and oils do not run down the drain.

Don’t tip oils, paint or chemicals down the drain.
It takes only 1 litre of oil to contaminate a
million litres of water!

Contact the City of Albany on 9841 9333 to find
out about Council’s free Chem Collect service, and
where to recycle and dispose of wastes properly.

When building or renovating, cover building
materials such as sand and cement so they don’t
get washed away down the drain.

Dispose of rubbish, especially plastic, carefully -
it could become a trap for wildlife.
