Plan ahead and prepare -your safety is our concern but your
responsibility.

Travel and camp on durable surfaces - camping is only
permitted in the designated campground.

Dispose of waste properly - please place your rubbish in the
bins provided or take it home with you.

Leave what you find - rocks, plants, wood and natural objects
are important habitat to native animals and birds.

Minimise campfire impacts - fires are only permitted in
fire rings in the campground. Do not take wood from the
surrounding forest.

Respect wildlife - do not disturb animals or plants. Please do
not feed animals or birds.

Be considerate of other visitors - please keep noise to a
minimum and ensure your activities do not spoil the enjoyment
of others.

Bushfires

Bushfires are dangerous and are common in Western Australia.
They can start without warning throughout the year and can
spread rapidly on hot, windy days. Avoid the risk of bushfire by
planning your visit during mild weather conditions.
