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waters to the north.

The figures for 1953-L reveal some improve-
ment over 1952-3, but they still fall far short of the
record 1951-2 catch. Opening the Jurien Bay area
geased the fishing pressure in other adjacent waters
and in addition contributed to the increased cauch.
Jurien Bay will. not be open next season.

: Not only in the Abrolhosg but also in this
region, must the increase in production be to scme '
extent attributed to continued good weather and con-
sequently improved fishing conditions. We cannnt
therefore afford to be complacent. in regard to 4iw‘s
fishery either. It too needs very careful managems
