(2) Each native species specified in Schedule 1 Division 2 is listed as a threatened species in the
category of endangered species.

(3) Each native species specified in Schedule 1 Division 3 is listed as a threatened species in the
category of vulnerable species.

4. Extinct species

Each native species specified in Schedule 2 is listed as an extinct species in the category of extinct

species.

5. Repeal

The Biodiversity Conservation (Listing of Native Species) (Flora) Order 2023 published in the Gazette
on 6 October 2023 at pages 3402 to 3408 is repealed.
